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NICENE CREED 
 
God has made us his people through our baptism into Christ.  Living 
together in trust and hope, we confess our faith: 
 
We believe in one God – the Father, the Almighty, Maker of heaven 
and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. 
 
We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God,
